Titus Mathe, CEO of SANEDI. “Our principal objec�ve is to engage robustly and address 
pivotal maters pertaining to the energy sector. Addi�onally, we intend to showcase the 
ini�a�ves and projects presently being undertaken by SANEDI and others to advance energy 
development in our na�on.” 
 
The programme features energy expert Prof Prathaban Moodley ‘s keynote address on “Cleaner Fossil 
Fuels” and its impact on South Africa’s Just Energy Transi�on. Further topics will include Energy 
Efficiency project knowledge, such as the EE Standards and Labelling Project and its benefits to all 
South Africans. 
 
Both days of the conference include panel discussions on, among other topics, the Just Energy 
Transi�on, demand side management, and funding mechanisms for energy research. Further energy 
best prac�ces and issues will consist of South Africa’s hydrogen roadmap, smart grids, and the role of 
data and knowledge management in improving the energy efficiency of buildings by various speakers.
