1. Project Background 
 
The Energy Efficiency Appliance Standards and Labelling (S&L) Programme was initially implemented by the 
Department of Mineral Resources and Energy (DMRE) in association with the United Nations Development 
Programme (UNDP) with the aim to reduce energy consumption and greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions by 
influencing consumers to purchase more energy efficient appliances, removing inefficient appliance and 
encouraging the penetration of higher energy efficient appliances in South African market.  At the end of the 
collaboration, DMRE mandated the South African National Development Institute (SANEDI) to implement the S&L 
Programme as an ongoing initiative. 
 
The amount of waste electrical and electronic equipment (WEEE) generated yearly in South Africa is increasing 
rapidly. Waste from electrical and electronic equipment include household appliances such as refrigerators, 
washing machines and air conditioners to name a few. These appliances contain mixture of materials that are 
toxic and hazardous. Hazardous waste that is mismanaged poses a serious threat to the environment and human 
health. Not only does WEEE harm the environment if untreated, it also causes the loss of precious metals such as 
copper. There are currently no standards and regulations put in place to regulate the recycling of  electrical and 
electronic appliances at the end of their functional life. 
 
A feasibility study was done to determine the viability of an integrated  appliance recycling system was conducted. 
The Study focused on how the government can enforce the proper handling and disposal of appliances to ensure 
that appliances  are dismantled in an environmentally sound manner at the end of their useful life. From the 
findings of the feasibility study the DMRE intend to implement the Energy Efficiency Appliances Recycling System 
Pilot project. The Pilot project will be held in the Gauteng region because it is assumed that the region contain the 
highest number of appliances since it has the highest population. The findings from the Pilot project will be used 
by the DMRE to regulate the appliances recycling sector.

2. Project Objectives  
 
To ensure that electrical and electronics appliances are properly disposed at the end of their functional life. When 
the WEEE are disposed correctly they won’t harm the environment and human health. 
 
To determine how the cost for collecting, transporting and recycling appliances will be covered.   
 
To implement appliances recycling pilot project with the aim to inform policy. The pilot project will inform the 
DMRE on how to best regulate the appliances recycling sector. 
 
To create appliances recycling awareness and educate consumers, manufacturer, retailers and recyclers on how to 
correctly recycle electrical and electronics appliances. 
 
To ensure that old energy inefficient appliances are not donated/sold to people in lower income groups. It is 
important for consumers to know that energy inefficient appliances consume excessive amount of energy and it 
will cost them a lot of money to operate the appliance. 
 
 

Scope of 
Works 3. Scope of work 

The service provider must provide the following services: 
 
The S&L team will provide project documents to the service providers so that they can familiarize themselves with 
the appliances recycling research that has been done. This will help the service provider when conducting their own 
research. The following documents will be shared: 
 

• Feasibility Study to determine the viability of an integrated appliance recycling system published in 
2020. 

 

• Business Case for DMRE-SANEDI Energy Efficiency Appliance Recycling System Pilot Project and Energy 
Efficiency Awareness Creation. 

 
When conducting the appliances recycling research, the service provider can use the appliances recycling plans from 
other countries as reference. Some procedures used in other countries can be adapted and localized to fit the South 
African context. 
 
Identify  and request collaboration with Scrap metal dealers and recyclers around Gauteng. The recyclers have to 
be educated about why it is important to correctly disposing appliances and to make the project a success, the 
project team needs the Scrap metal dealers and recyclers on their side. 
 
Environmental specialist to advice on how to dispose appliances in a way that is environmentally sound. There must 
be a plan on how to safely remove refrigerant gases, lubricating oils, motors and capacitors, insulations, accessible 
cables and wires and other plastic components. 
 
Environmental Lawyer to advice on how to regulate the recycling sector and develop a plan to ensure that costs of 
collecting, transporting and recycling appliances are covered. Before the beginning of the  Appliances Recycling 
Project Pilot, there must be a clear plan on who is playing for what.

To identify drop-off depots/ facilities around Gauteng where consumers can drop or request the collection of their 
old appliances. the service provider can identify drop-off depot/facility for each metropolitan municipality in 
Gauteng. 
 
The service provider shall familiarize and consult with the Department of Forestry, Fisheries, and the Environment 
on the work they are currently doing about the proper manner to dispose of appliances so that they don't harm the 
environment. 
 
The service provider is expected to do monthly reporting. The S&L team will arrange a monthly meeting either a 
virtual meeting or in person meeting where the service provider will share the progress of the project and highlight 
areas where they need assistance. The service provider  will be required to submit project progress report monthly 
and a final report at the end of the project. the report to include but not limited to: 
 
 

a) A background and introduction 
b) Detailed scope of work 
c) Proposed approach to policy assessment for appliances recycling project 
d) Stakeholder approach and consultation plan 
e) Policy assessment task team, the appointed team will work with the SANEDI project team in monthly 

working meetings to assign tasks contributing to the assessment 
f) Detailed workplan with project activities and timelines 
g) Feedback from recycling industry key players 
h) Recommendations on how to implement a well-planned appliances recycling Project

4.2. In cases where organs of state intend to use Regulation 3(2) of the Regulations, which states that, if 

it is unclear whether the 80/20 or 90/10 preference point system applies, an organ of state must, in the 

tender documents, stipulate in the case of—  

(a) an invitation for tender for income-generating contracts, that either the 80/20 or 90/10

6.  In particular, without limiting the generality of paragraphs 6 above, there has been no 

consultation, communication, agreement or arrangement with any competitor regarding: 

(a) prices;       

(b) geographical area where product or service will be rendered (market allocation)   

(c)  methods, factors or formulas used to calculate prices; 

(d)  the intention or decision to submit or not to submit, a bid;  

(e)  the submission of a bid which does not meet the specifications and conditions of the bid; or 

(f)  bidding with the intention not to win the bid. 
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7. In addition, there have been no consultations, communications, agreements or arrangements 

with any competitor regarding the quality, quantity, specifications and conditions or delivery 

particulars of the products or services to which this bid invitation relates. 

8. The terms of the accompanying bid have not been, and will not be, disclosed by the bidder, 

directly or indirectly, to any competitor, prior to the date and time of the official bid opening or 

of the awarding of the contract. 

9.   I am aware that, in addition and without prejudice to any other remedy provided to combat 

any restrictive practices related to bids and contracts, bids that are suspicious will be reported 

to the Competition Commission for investigation and possible imposition of administrative 

penalties in terms of section 59 of the Competition Act No 89 of 1998 and or may be reported to 

the National Prosecuting Authority (NPA) for criminal investigation and or may be restricted 

from conducting business with the public sector for a period not exceeding ten (10) years in 

terms of the Prevention and Combating of Corrupt Activities Act No 12 of 2004 or any other 

applicable legislation.
