The DSl transfers funds to SANEDI, which in turn disburses to the Centres of Competencies (COCs)
who implement the Research, Development Innovation (RDI) programmes. The agreement
between the DSI and SANEDI warrants annual financial audits to be conducted to ensure good
governance and financial prudence.
