SANEDI Cool Surfaces Programme responds to South Africa’s need for energy passive, low cost,
low maintenance cooling technology for buildings. Commercial and residential buildings
contribute to a large part of final energy consumption, in addition Greenhouse Gas Emissions
(GHG). South Africa has high average temperatures and hot climatic conditions that require
cooling and air conditioning hence, high energy consumption. Under these conditions, cool
roofs improve the energy and environmental performance of buildings by minimising solar heat
gains. The specialised paint coating reflects solar radiation and prevents heat absorption. Cool
surfaces applied to roofs not only reduce the energy required to cool building interiors
significantly but also decreases the electricity demand on our fragile grid when rolled out on a
large-scale. The cool coating also offers some protection against fire.

SANEDI aims to set up a satellite shop to establish sustainable distribution network in
underprivileged communities to self- install cool coatings.
